«Формула» страдательного залога: 

глагол to be в форме соответствующего времени + смысловой глагол в 3 форме.

to be + V3

Третья форма глагола также называется: причастие II / Participle II / Past Participle. 

У правильных глаголов третья форма образуется прибавлением – ed, у неправильных глаголов – особые формы, которые можно найти в таблице неправильных глаголов.


Страдательный залог используется, когда действие направлено на предмет или лицо, выраженное подлежащим. Если указано, кем выполняется действие, то употребляется предлог by; если указано с помощью чего – предлог with.

East Asian food is eaten with chopsticks.
